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A number  of early medieval Turk runic inscriptions on rocks and stellas are situated in Eurasian steppes about. The unified scheme of their description, textological interpretation, renovation and indexation is need for their researching as historical source.


The monumental character of inscriptions does their localizing, cartographying and dating by archaeological complex, grouping by region principle possibly. Collating of text, geological and archaeological data permit to analyse inscriptions by groups of mutually complemented chronologically and territory unified sources. Full database  or electronic catalogue of Turk runic inscriptions on stones and stellas contain formal, geographical, source historical data. These data are cartographying.


During database design Latin, Cyrillic, Turk runic, Old Uygurian and Sogdian scripts, Chinese hieroglyphic, transcription and diacritical signes are using. Using of graphical programs for inputting tamga heraldic into base is needed too.


Comparing of Turk runic inscriptions by region and gender groups  we can reconstruct the interdependence non-ambivalent South Siberian nomads history process with real personal names and their status in Empire political structure and use obscure important historical source.
